Heritage Inventory History of Site: The New Dawn workings are part of the 1930s revival of interest in mining in
the Toombon area. Miners' huts and a 20-head battery were constructed at Clarke's Flat but the returns failed to
measure up to expectations and the mine was closed down. The huts and machinery were not left on the site.
