Well up the slopes of the Wildboar, away from most of the other Zulu Creek mines, the Wildboar Co. in 1884
erected a 4-head battery, with wooden-spoked wheels, portable steam engine, and timber-clad boiler. It was the
only mine on the Zulu field to employ steam power. Morrow calls that engine, which remains on the site today,
'‘possibly the oldest engine of its type in Australia'.

Not much is known of the progress or success of the Wildboar mine: it was still crushing with fair success in



1886.
