The Natimuk Memorial Rotunda, inside the Reserve on Wimmera Highway and Elmes Street, is dedicated to the
First World War and Second World War. A bronze plague attached to the bandstand is inscribed: "Erected In
Memory Of the Men of This District Who Gave Their Lives for Their Country in the Great War 1914- 1919." At a
later point a plague was added for the Second World War, listing the names of Natimuk locals who served and
were Killed in action or died whilst prisoners of war.
