The Yarra Track passed through Healesville, Fernshaw, Narbethong, Marysville and the Cumberland, then
followed the Great Dividing Range to Matlock, descending to Woods Point. Little remains to mark the sites of the
six hotels known to have been located along the Yarra Track - Bell's Hotel, Hargreaves Hotel, Walkers Hotel,
Shaw's Hotel, the Traveller's Rest Hotel and the Royal Mail Hotel. A clearing marks the site of this Yarra Track
hotel.
