The Macorna War Memorial, located on Macorna-Pyramid Road, commemorates the First and Second World
Wars. First engraved with the names of Macorna servicemen of the First World War, a plaque has also been
added for the 50th anniversary of the Second World War. The monument consists of a granite pillar, topped with
an orb and is encircled by three palms within a reserve.
