The Murrabit War Memorial, located on Gonn Avenue in a the reserve, consists of an obelisk commemorating
both the First and Second World Wars. The gates at the entrance to the reserve inscribed with the names of
those who served in both world wars. Inside the memorial resembles an obelisk on a two tiered granite base, with
a smaller white obelisk positioned in front.
