DESCRIPTION

A triple-fronted late Edwardian timber hip-roofed house. The left front and right side rear bays project as gables.
The upper gables jetty on brackets clad with timbering and pressed metal in a rough cast pattern. There is a
skillion window-hood on fretwork brackets. The verandah is under the hip, around the angle, with a palisade rail
valence and brackets and has turned posts. It is round-arched at ends. Chimneys have terracotta pots and

corbelled brick bands.
