The Lang Lang and District Soldiers Memorial Hall, on McDonalds Track, is dedicated to the memory of the First
World War. The Hall originally comprised of the 1880s timber Mechanic's Institute Hall, a brick facade was added
after the First World War when it was rededicated as the Soldiers Memorial Hall and Free Library. In 1966, the



Hall was destroyed by fire and then rebuilt in 1972 in its current form, with the help of local fundraising.
