The Warburton War Memorial, in the park on the main street, comprises of a grey granite obelisk. The obelisk is
an ornate construction featuring an orb at the top and a cupola on a granite pedestal which originally included a
water fountain. The obelisk features the names of those who served in the First World War and dedications to
those who fell in the Second World War, Korea and Vietnam.
