Fairly intact, with some Interwar period changes. Channelled boards, hipped and gable roof clad in corrugated
metal sheeting, rendered chimney. Skillion bay to front with shingles beneath timber sash windows. Leadlight
highlight & sidelights to door. The bargeboard, timber brackets & panels to eaves, frieze to skillion verandah &
windows (box-framed) all appear to be recent/have been renewed.
