Clairvue is of local architectural significance. Perhaps the grandest of the early Queen Anne style houses in
Heidelberg, the house is comparable to other large Queen Anne style houses of the period constructed in
Melbourne's middle-ring suburbs such as Kew, Middle Park and Canterbury.

Physical Description 1

Clairvue is a large, Queen Anne style residence prominently sited on the top of a hill. Constructed of red brick the
house has slated gabled roofs, tall red brick chimney stacks with cement rendered moulded caps and terracotta
pots. A large, steeply-pitched slated gabled roof faces the street, the gable end infilled with half timbering and
surmounted by a terracotta finial. An unusual break front timber balcony is supported on turned timber posts and
has onion-pierced balustrading and fish-scale shingling.

It is externally in near original condition and retains most of its original grounds and outbuildings.
